All students on the programme will spend the first mobility period Semester (Year 1) at the University of Glasgow and the second mobility period Semester (Year 1) at IBEI in Barcelona. The third mobility period will take place in Semester 3 (Year 2) at one of the four partner universities: Radboud, Tartu, Leuphana, or ULB. One of the criteria for assessing students’ applications will be suitability for the particular pathway. In this case, we ask if you can select your 1st and 2nd preference whilst ensuring you meeting the specific entry requirements. Please note that in order to study at Radboud University, you must:


1.  Have an undergraduate degree in law with 150 ECTS in legal courses.





Please note that in order to study at the University of Tartu, you must:


1. Have a minimum of 60 ECTS credits in law or law related courses





Please note that in order to study at Université libre de Bruxelles, you must:


1. Hold an undergraduate or Master’s degree (or equivalent), representing at least 240 ECTS credits (or 4 years of studies ) in law, political science or other relevant subjects.  


2. Have passive knowledge of French; includes a degree awarded from a Higher Education Institution in a French- speaking community or hold a minimum of  a SCQF level 8 (equivalent to level B2 of the Council of Europe’s Common European Framework of Reference CEFR) in French (however all assessments can be undertaken in English).
